2018 Dairy Judging Contest


The 2018 State FFA dairy judging contest will be held on Saturday, August 25, 2018 at Grand Island in conjunction with the Nebraska State Fair.  

Please note the following information:

1. The contest will be held on Saturday, August 25, in Grand Island. 
2. The format of the contest will be the same as the past six years.

a. Each team will be comprised of 4 members, with all 4 scores counting toward the team score.  (Individuals are still welcome to complete the individual portion of the contest and compete for individual awards.)
b. The live animal judging section will consist of 6 classes and 3 sets of reasons.  300 points placing and 150 points reasons possible.
c. The management test will contain 50 questions – 40 industry related questions and 10 questions using a dairy herd record evaluation data sheet to evaluate individual cows (similar to the team problems from contests prior to 2012). Each question would be worth 2 points for a total of 100 points.
d.  A team activity will take place, counting for 200 points.

1.  Each team will be provided with a dairy farm management scenario to identify problems and determine possible improvements.  Teams should assume the role of a hired consultant advising a producer (judges).  The topic/scenario will be sent, via email, to the teams prior to the contest (8:00 a.m. on Monday, August 13), and the teams will bring their presentation to the state contest.  The scoring rubric for the presentation will be sent along with the scenario prior to the contest.  The rubric will be based on the rubric found in the National FFA Dairy Evaluation contest rules on the National FFA website.

2.  The teams will have up to 10 minutes to present their recommendations.  An additional 5 minutes will be allowed for questions.

3. The team problem presentation/management test will be completed on Saturday morning, August 25. The location will be the Hall County Extension Office located in College Park just west of the Grand Island campus of Central Community College.  Teams will be informed of their presentation time.  All presentations/ tests will need to be completed by 11:00 a.m.  The judging portion of the contest will begin at 12:00 noon in the State Fairgrounds arena.
4. Each school may enter up to 1 team in the contest.  Each school may enter up to an additional 4 individuals who will complete all individual parts of the contest (written test, placing classes, oral reasons) and will be eligible for individual awards.  All individuals, including those on a team, will compete in one division for awards.
5. If fewer than 20 schools enter a team in the contest, the contest superintendent reserves the right to allow schools wishing to enter a second team to compete in the team portion of the contest, which would include the individual parts of the contest and the team presentation.  Teams will be notified on August 13 if they will compete in the team portion of the contest.  This second team would be comprised of the four additional individuals listed in Rule 4.

6. Students can participate in both the 4-H and FFA portion of the contests.  The students need to register with their county extension educators for the 4-H portion of the contest.

7. The entry fee will be $5 per team member for the FFA contest; if a student participates in both FFA and 4-H, they will need to pay the fee for both contests.  
8. Registration deadline is Friday, August 10 – Registration before the deadline would be greatly appreciated.

9. Registration will be handled directly to Mike Roeber at NECC.  Registrations for this contest will not be completed on ShowWorks.   The registration form is at the end of this rules list.  It can either be emailed to mikesr@northeast.edu or snail mailed to P.O. Box 469, Norfolk, NE 68702 (If snail mailed – please mail no later than Friday, August 3 so that it arrives in Norfolk prior to August 10th).
10. Registration fees will be made payable to NECC Livestock Judging team, and are due prior to the start of the contest.  Checks may be brought the day of the contest, or mailed to Mike Roeber at the address above.  All teams/individuals entered in the contest as of the August 10 deadline will be expected to pay registration fees to cover contest expenses occurred even if the team/individual(s) withdraws from the contest.
11. Potential alternates need to be included on the registration form in order to be able to compete in the contest.  This rule is to make sure those individuals participating in both the 4-H and FFA portion of the contest are certified as eligible prior to the start of the contest.
12. The dress code for the day will be a State FFA or 4-H t-shirt, which will be provided to individuals who compete in the contest – t-shirts will not be supplied to contest alternates who do not compete.  Please indicate on the registration form the size t-shirt needed. The contest superintendent will be working with Nebraska State Fair general superintendent to acquire the t-shirts, as well as passes to the state fair for that weekend for those students who will not be exhibiting dairy cattle.
13. Ribbons will be presented to at least the top 50% of the individuals and top 10 teams in the contest.  Medals will be awarded to the top 3 individuals.  The top 3 teams will receive plaques, with the individuals on these teams receiving medals.  The top team overall will represent Nebraska in the National Dairy Cattle Selection CDE in 2018.
